TELLING THE TIME
ingilizce’de saat sorulurken; “What time is it?” veya “What is the time?” sorulan kullanilir.
Examples:

What time is it? — What is the time? (Saat kac?)
It is one o’clock. (saat 1.)
It is five past one.(saat 1'i 5 gegiyor.)

It is quarter past one.(saat 1'i ceyrek geciyor.)



It is twenty-five past one.(saat 1'i 25 geciyor.)
It is half past one.(saat 1 bucuk.)

It is twenty to two.(saat 2'ye 20 var.)

It is quarter to two.(saat 2'ye ceyrek var.)

Itis ten to two.(saat 2'ye 10 var.)

It is two o’clock. (saat 2.)

Tarihi 6grenmek icin “What is the date?” soru kalibi kullanilabilir.

It is 5+ of July.
It is fifth of July.

..... ", “No, thanks, | don’t want any .....” gibi yapilar kullaniriz.
Examples:

Do you want some olives?

No, thanks, | don't like olives. (-)

EXPRESSING LIKES - DISLIKES
ingilizce'de sevilen begenilen seylerden bahsederken “like, love” fiillerini kullaninz. Sevilmeyen, begenilmeyen seylerden bahsederken “don’t/doesn't like,
don’t/doesn’t love, dislike/dislikes” fiillerini kullaniriz.
Examples:
I like/love cheese. (+)
I don't like/don't love/dislike tea. (-)

-Do you like fruit juice?

-Yes, | do. - No, I don't.

He/She likes / loves cheese. (+)
He/She doesn't like / doesn't love / dislikes tea. (-)

-Does he/she like fruit juice?
-Yes, he/she does. — No, he/she doesn't.
